Brent Fulton is the President of ChinaSource, an international evangelical organization that conducts research, develops strategies and convenes resources to advance the Kingdom of God in China. 

Prior to assuming his current position, he served from 1995 to 2000 as Managing Director of the Institute for Chinese Studies at Wheaton College. From 1987 to 1995 he served as founding US Director of China Ministries International, and from 1985 to 1986 as English Publications Editor for the Chinese Church Research Center in Hong Kong. He also currently serves as adjunct professor in the Dept. of Intercultural Studies at Wheaton College.


Dr. Fulton holds M.A. and Ph.D. degrees in Political Science from the University of Southern California and a B.A. in Radio-TV-Film from Messiah College.


An avid China watcher, Dr. Fulton has written and taught extensively on the church in China and on Chinese social and political phenomena. 

Dr. Fulton co-edited Christianity and the Rise of Modern Democracy (in Chinese), has contributed chapters to several books, and has written numerous articles on the church and religious policy in China. From 2005-2006 he directed the China Church Leadership Study, a survey of organizations training pastors in China. 

Dr. Fulton and his wife, Jasmine, live in Hong Kong.

Brent Fulton, Ph.D.

Professional Biography

Brent Fulton is president of ChinaSource, a non-profit organization that assists a wide range of business,

educational and Christian organizations in their work in China. Its services include consulting, partnership

opportunities and up-to-date analysis on societal trends in China, primarily as they pertain to the Christian

church. ChinaSource is headquartered in Fullerton, California.

Dr. Fulton has been involved in the study and research of China for close to 20 years, having written and

taught extensively on the Christian church in China and on Chinese social and political phenomena. He

entered China ministry in 1985 as publications editor for the Chinese Church Research Center (later known as

China Ministries International) in Hong Kong, serving under the leadership of the center’s founder, Jonathan

Chao. Dr. Fulton later was named the founding U.S. director of China Ministries International, where he

oversaw efforts to mobilize Christians in the West to serve in ministry in China. During his tenure, he also

taught in a summer training institute for the U.S. Center for World Mission, preparing mission workers for

their roles in China.

Dr. Fulton next joined Wheaton College as managing director of its Institute for Chinese Studies, where he was

responsible for the Chinese concentration in the School of International Studies’ master’s program, including

curriculum development and instruction. He also helped to create the China Service Coordinating office, a

clearinghouse of information and resources for evangelical organizations involved in China, which took on

the name ChinaSource in 1997. In 2000, the work of ChinaSource was brought under the auspices of another

entity, the similarly-named Institute of Chinese Studies, which for twenty years had served the missions

community with information on China’s ethnic minorities. Dr. Fulton became the president of ICS, which then

took on the name ChinaSource. ChinaSource has come to be recognized as the premier source within the

evangelical community for accurate information on China and as a catalyst for new initiatives in China.

Dr. Fulton holds a master’s and a doctorate in political science from the University of Southern California, and

a Bachelor of Arts in radio/TV/film from Messiah College. He speaks Mandarin Chinese.

He is a board member of China Harvest Ministries and the Morrison Center, a Kansas-based training program

for China mission workers that Dr. Fulton helped establish in 2003. He is also an adjunct professor at

Wheaton College, and served on a task force of the Council for Christian Colleges and Universities to design a

semester-abroad program in China.

Dr. Fulton has contributed articles to numerous publications. He co-edited a book entitled Christianity and the

Rise of Western Democracy, which was published in Chinese in 1991, and contributed a chapter on freedom of

religion in China to the 1999 book Civic Discourse, Civil Society, and Chinese Communities.

Over the years, Dr. Fulton has served as a consultant to such organizations as Moody Bible Institute, the Luis

Palau Evangelical Association, the Maclellan Foundation, Christian Broadcasting Network, Saddleback

Community Church, Crown Financial Ministries, and the First Evangelical Church Association. In 1998, he

served as staff advisor to a delegation of three US religious leaders who visited China at the invitation of

China’s president for discussions on the state of religious freedom in China. He subsequently participated in

drafting the delegation’s report, which was presented to the White House and members of Congress.

Recognized as an authority on the Christian church in China, Dr. Fulton has been interviewed by media outlets

such as Christianity Today, Newsweek, Moody Broadcasting and ABC Nightly News.
